Climate Change

Climate Change was the topic discussed at the Global teacher
Network meeting on 30" January.

Following two extracts from the film An Inconvenient Truth,
chosen by Jim Leslie to illustrate the varied nature of the film,
from geographical and scientific to personal and ethical, a fruit-
ful, positive exchange of ideas took place. There was a lot of
sharing of good practice.

The main points were

1. Climate change is worthy of a cross curricular approach ¢
many if not all secondary departments have something
to contribute to it and gain from it.

2. Project centred activity is when learning really takes off
as youngsters feel involved and motivated.

3. This joined up approach is starting to happen, under Cur-
riculum for Excellence, in some secondary schools espe-
cially for S1 and S2.
