Not only were they showing responsible 

citizenship but they also grew in confidence.  Nairn 

Academy shared their experiences of organising a whole 

school global day where outside agencies and staff  offer  

a broad swathe of age appropriate workshops.  Coulhill  

primary described their global week which stimulated 

much parental and community involvement in the school.
