resource highlighted in this issue ς hȄŦŀƳΩǎ Go Bananas ς supports many aspects of Health and Wellbeing.  It is a photopack 
designed for older pupils but the pictures can be used very successfully with young children too.  Photographs are such a 
stimulating tool for learning.  They can be sequenced by groups of children to tell the story of bananas from tree to supermarket 
shelf.  Copying pictures and cutting them in 2 can be used as a matching exercise which encourages children not only to predict 
what will complete their image but also encourage them to ask questions about how and where bananas are grown.  The 
children gain a sense of place and become aware of how our food links us to other parts of the planet.  We do live in an 
interdependent world where our choices affect others.  Sorting pictures of fruit  can stimulate thinking about what grows locally 
and what does not and why.  This activity can be a platform for introducing a discussion on healthy eating. All the activities aim 
to promote cooperative learning  and to develop communication skills.  
 
Other examples of resources which illustrate  our global interdependence are Ψ{ƘƻǇǎ ŀƴŘ ƳŀǊƪŜǘǎΩ  which clearly shows diversity 
of place  while demonstrating the similarities of what is actually on sale.  The pictures in the Clothes Line show our connections 
with the areas of the world that can grow cotton.  Many resources available on loan.
