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The beginning of a new session brings fresh ideas for ‘joining-up’ some of the many initiatives we are being asked to address.
How do we tackle in the nursery, at the Early Level, the cross cutting themes that Curriculum for Excellence expects?
Important themes such as enterprise, citizenship, sustainable development, international education and creativity need to be
developed in a range of contexts. Learning relating to these themes is therefore built in to the experiences and outcomes across
the curriculum areas. This approach reduces the need for other layers of planning across the curriculum.
This was the subject of several workshops for early years practitioners last session. Two workshops for example were run at the
Embedding Global Citizenship inservice day at the Town House in Inverness on 24" May. Several people commented that they
appreciated the opportunity to view and borrow the colourful, current resources for young children on real issues. Others said
they enjoyed the ‘activities looked at in Early LevelQothers remarked on the ‘ideas, activities and resources ¢ wonderful/very
usefulQThe sessions supported others to ‘make global awareness part of daily routineQ Another took away the ‘tip on how to
develop enterprise with young children and the tips for cooperative learningQW ¢ &trprise shown by children who made a
football out of plastic bagsQwvas another activity which stimulated some thinking!
