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December 2008 marked the 60" anniversary of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, announced a t the dawning of a
new era at the end o f the Second World War. Activities
around rights and responsibilities really get young people
thinking, stimulating much group discussion and decision
making. It doesn’t take them long to realise that for many, 60
years on, even basic survival needs are not being met. Trying
to answer the question ‘Why?’ aids the development of
values and attitudes and supports the four capacities of
Curriculum for Excellence.

One basic survival need (right) is adequate shelter. We would
expect much more, a home. How did the people cleared from
Highland glens two centuries ago feel about all this? Why
have other people left the Highlands over the years and how
are we welcoming them back in 2009 for the Year of
Homecoming? We think of the Clearances as a chapter in
history but in some parts of the world events like this are still
taking place, people’s ‘right’ to land is very uncertain. Many
are forced to move. So 2009 could also be an opportunity for
us to consider our attitudes to new people who arrive among
us, people who have migrated 50 miles, 500 miles or

5 000 miles for a variety of reasons.

There are resources available for loan (see p3) to support
these controversial but stimulating issues. A global context
can motivate, it can enhance learning and teaching!

Recent Activities

1. Early Years CPD took place during October and November
for Speanbridge and Cauldeen Primary Nursery cluster,
Dingwall Children’s Nursery and Glenurquhart Childcare
Centre. Staff experimented with transferrable activities to
bring a global approach to themes in the nursery without it
being an ‘extra’ or an ‘add-on’ in the form of a festival. At
Glenurquhart a session was also done with the children which
brought in ideas of global interdependence to their food
theme. Lots of photos and coloured dots were used and the
staff recognised all the connections to a C for E.

2. Several schools have had Joined up thinking CAT sessions
to support their approach to the Eco-Schools programme.
Strathpeffer primary and Broadford were two. Tools were
used to help make the links between many initiatives going
on in schools and especially to show how Global Citizenship
nests within Sustainable Development Education.

for Kinlochbervie and its neighbours brought an opportunity
to share a Global Approach to Enterprise Activity where
enterprise activity is seen as a key component of citizenship
education to be included in any theme or subject area rather
being a discrete topic.

4. Support for school partnerships was the topic of a CAT
session for Kingussie ASG, Malawi being their transition
theme. This was seen as a rich area where schools, whatever
the size of their roll, could develop a programme to link into
the theme. One immediately got stuck into a term’s work on
human rights.

5. A Global Dimension in the Curriculum was the theme for a
very creative inservice day in October at Aviemore Primary
where several teachers are working together to develop
whole school approaches through themes such as food,
where fair trade can feature.

6. The Global Teacher Network (see p2) met in September to
share experiences about Malawi.

7. The Scottish Poetry Library with Oxfam held sessions in
schools in November, using family objects to stimulate
writing about identity and migration. The CPD workshop
which followed was ‘brilliant’, giving encouraging tips to
teachers on ways to help young people to write poetry.

8. Classroom visits last term focused on a variety of themes.
Two classes at Drakies and one in Broadford were well
engaged withtheEa g | e’ s, thKglohagbtbdivensity
game that does so much to stimulate critical thinking and
group decision making. Fair Trade was the topic for two
classes at Aviemore primary and two at Tarradale in October.
The approach for a P2 class is very different from that for a
P6/7 but all were very thoughtful. Energy was the topic at
Dalwhinnie Primary and Human Rights for a P3/4 class at
Speanbridge, whose teacher was most impressed with the
level of discussion going on.
